Implement policies in line with guidance and orders from corresponding state, tribal, and local authorities and to the
greatest extent possible, implement policies in line with guidance from the CDC.

For each staff position (including lead teachers, aides, and any other staff who are employed by the child care provider
to work in transportation, food preparation, or other types of service) the applicant must continue paying at least the
same amount of weekly wages and maintain the same benefits for the duration of the subgrant. Employees may not
be furloughed from the date of application submission through the duration of the subgrant period.

Provide relief from copayments and tuition payments for the families enrolled in the child care program, to the extent
possible, and prioritize such relief for families struggling to make either type of payment.
